WHAT’S NEW AT THE RECC

Redbridge Equalities & Community Council (RECC) is still very busy working to eliminate discrimination and to promote equalities.  Recently we have produced some publications:

Knowing Your Rights & Having a Voice:
This has been written for new arrivals to Britain who come to Redbridge – migrants and refugees.  The pamphlet explains about the rights of people who are not British Citizens have and how to access them.  It also talks about how people can participate in the wider community: who can and cannot vote in different kinds of elections, the role of MPs and the councillors, School Governors, Area Committees and similar bodies.  This pamphlet is available in English, French, Polish and Romanian.  

Immigration Myth Busting Pamphlet:  We have just revised our Immigration Myth Busting Pack, taking in some new issues and in a much more accessible format as a pamphlet.  It addresses common myths about immigration which scapegoat migrants for problems that face us all.
Eastside Consortium Publications:  We have teamed up with Barking & Dagenham Racial Equality Council and Waltham Forest Race Equality Council to form the Eastside Consortium.  The Consortium has published some new material:

New Arrivals:
A myth busting pamphlet concerning new communities developing in Redbridge, Barking & Dagenham and Waltham Forest.

Equality and Human Rights a simple guide for everyone:  This gives a practical overview of human rights and equality legislation and is available in Albanian, Bengali, English, French,  Russian, Somali, Tamil, Turkish and Urdu.  It is also available on a DVD in most of these languages to make it accessible for people who are visually impaired or have problems with literacy.

Hate Crime:  We continue with our work to combat hate crime; giving an advice and advocacy and support service.  We continue to run our hate crime hotline in the evenings between 6pm and midnight.

We need volunteers:  The RECC is a small organisation with big things to achieve.  We can only be effective with support from volunteers.  This could be to help run the office, duty on the  hotline, to visit victims of hate crime and more.  We will provide training.
